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Following an application submittal, 

you will be scheduled for a Technical 

Review Committee meeting (TRC) 

with Town Committees and Staff.  

Following the meeting you will 

receive written comments. 

Submit a completed Preliminary 

Review application for 

discussion, per Section 401. If the Planning Board votes to 

end the preliminary review 

process, per Section 404, the 

applicant may edit the proposal 

(if necessary) and submit a Final 

Site Plan Review Application and 

request for a final Public Hearing 

within 12-months of the 

Preliminary Review, per Section 

404.   

The proposal will be noticed in 

the paper and abutter 

notifications will be mailed out, 

per NH RSA 91-A. The Major Site 

Plan Preliminary Review 

conceptual discussion review 

must take place by the Planning 

Board.  The Planning Board must 

vote to end the preliminary 

review process, per Section 404. 

If the application is approved then supply 

1 mylar and several large paper copies, 

sized 22” X 34” to Town Staff.   If the 

application is approved with conditions 

then you have 120 days, per Section 905.6 

to satisfy the conditions before submitting 

the final plans sets.  If the application is 

denied, you may alter your request and 

submit a new application or appeal the 

decision, per NH RSA 677:15. 

The Final Hearing will be 

noticed in the paper and 

abutter notifications will 

be mailed out, per NH RSA 

91-A. The Planning Board 

will either: approve the 

proposal, approve the 

proposal with conditions, 

or deny the proposal, per 

Section 1103.
